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There are some sections of sacred scripture that we remember by their book and chapter. For example, we 

know about the birth of Jesus according to Luke 2.   We remember the language of love recorded in 1 Corinthians 
13.  And 1 Corinthians 15 is often referred to as the great Resurrection Chapter! 
 In I Corinthians 15: 17 and 18 we read this: “And if Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile; you are 
still in your sins.  Then those who have fallen asleep in Christ are lost.” 
 Now read I Corinthians 15: 12-19. 
 I count seven ifs in these eight verses of Holy Scripture. 
 Doubt in the resurrection of Jesus is nothing new.  There were obviously some in Corinth who not only 
doubted the resurrection but also tried to destroy it. 
 The inevitable conclusion of those who deny the resurrection of Jesus is that the Christian faith and life is 
phony, the dead perish and we Christians are pitiful people because of our hope and faith in Jesus Christ:  His life, 
His death and His resurrection. 
 But the truth is Jesus did rise on the third day!  It’s recorded in God’s holy, inspired and inerrant Word.  
After His death, Jesus appeared “in resurrected state” time and time again.  We read about those appearances in 
Holy Scripture prior to His Ascension forty days after His resurrection. 
 The death and resurrection of Christ are the most important events in human history since the creation of 
the world and the birth of Jesus.  The cross of Christ and the empty tomb are inseparably linked.  Without the 
resurrection of Jesus the cross is meaningless.  Apart from the resurrection the cross was only a tragic event. 
 The cross and the empty tomb are everything for us and the world. 
 Without the cross and the empty tomb there is no faith, no forgiveness and no future. 
 But… 
 “But Christ has indeed been raised from the dead, the first fruits of those who have fallen asleep.”     
(I Corinthians 15: 20). 
 Because of Good Friday and Easter, the Cross and the Empty Tomb of Christ, we are not our own, for we 
have been bought with a prize!  Thereafter we glorify God on Easter and everyday.  
 We can sing: 

 Hallelujah!  hallelujah!  
 Heart and voice to Heaven raise, 
 Sing to God a hymn of gladness, 
 Sing to God a hymn of praise; 
 He who on the cross a ransom 
 For the World’s Salvation bled, 
 Jesus Christ the King of glory 
 Now is risen from the dead.  
                  (Christopher Wordsworth, 1807-1885)

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HE IS RISEN! HE IS RISEN INDEED!  

"God will probably not be interested in how much we included in our day but how much of our day included 
him". (Allia Zobel-Nolan from her book , The Worrywart's Prayer Book.) We thank God for the resurrection of 
His Son, Jesus Christ!  

This month let's explore another transition which could be a symptom of today's church or more pointedly, our 
church.  

Transition 3: People have less loyalty to denominations. People were proud members of particular 
denominations. They knew the specific denomination in which their congregation held membership.  

When people moved to a new community, they sought a congregation affiliated with the denomination of their 
ancestors. People purchased homes because of proximity to a church of the denomination they had always 
attended. People would drive many miles past two Lutheran Church in America congregations and one 
American Lutheran Church congregation to attend a Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod congregation. (Note: 
Barb and I are examples of this by commuting 50 miles from North Bend).Neighbors would ask new residents, 
"What kind of church do you attend?" and then provide directions to a congregation                                  
affiliated with that denomination.  

When people retired, they often moved to Sun Belt communities.  

Sometimes the new community did not have, for example, a Methodist congregation. Eventually enough 
Methodist's would gather in the new retirement community to start a "mission" congregation. The mission drew 
other Methodists new to the community. This pattern reflected most mainline denomination "mission planting".  

In the unchurched society, some people still care about denominational affiliation and actively follow the 
workings and activities of their denomination. But, most members do not know or care about their 
congregation's denomination. Research with active lay leaders of congregations constantly shows lack of 
knowledge about the denomination. Many, perhaps most, congregation lay leaders express little interest in what 
the denomination is doing.  

When the activities of a congregation no longer meet the needs of people in the unchurched society, they simply 
move on to another congregation. The denomination of the new congregation is not important. Often these 
people simply drop out of any congregation.  

When people move to a different community, they are less likely to seek out any congregation at all, much less 
one from their ancestral heritage. Pastors in retirement communities report that migrating northerners are 
"retiring from work in the wars of the congregation."  

The new reality is that people join congregations, not denominations.  

Are we at Pilgrim addressing this reality? Again this subject material is quoted from the book,” In Search of The 
Unchurched" by Alan Klaas. Next month we will attack the issue of the different purposes of congregations. 
Until then God Bless Our Congregation! ! ! ! !
