Transition 5: The mission field has moved. In the churched society, "mission™ meant bringing Christ to
heathen people in foreign countries. Mission fields were in Africa, New Guinea, China, and other far-off
places.

Congregations and regional and national offices of denominations organized effective programs to conduct
mission activities in these far-off places. Financial resources from individual members were funneled through
denominational structures to overseas mission sites.

If mission happened in the local community, it was usually with the downtrodden of society. Missions were
established for homeless people, hungry people, prisoners, unwed mothers, and other groups of people not part
of the mainstream of society. When congregations became involved in mission work that usually meant local
mission societies sent food, clothing, or financial resources to distant fields.

Congregations functioning in the unchurched society see themselves as mission outposts in a mission
field. These congregations perceive mission as starting at their property line. As people leave the church
building, they see a sign above the door that says, "You are now entering the mission field.” The church in
Spokane that Barb and | were members of had these identical sign posted at each entrance to the church
property.

Effective congregations in the unchurched society actively support national and international mission
activities. Unlike congregations in the churched society, congregations in the unchurched society also target
mission activity toward unchurched people in their surrounding community. Should this be our focus as well?
The Bellevue Center which is close to our doors is growing, growing, growing, and we must concern ourselves
with this opportunity.

Approximately 50 per cent of a community's people are effectively unchurched. (Note: this is much
higher in our area. In fact more like 80 per cent is projected). This startling assertion may appear to be incorrect
when congregations canvas all neighborhood households. Usually the resident will say, "1 go to XVZ
congregation”. In the churched society, that phrase generally meant they participated in a congregation. But, in
an unchurched society, stating "I go to XVVZ congregation” usually means, "I go to XVVZ congregation
faithfully once every three years for a major festival.” Or it means the neighbor has been there once or twice in
the last 10 years.

Congregations that function in the unchurched society adopt operational principles similar to those of
missionaries who work in a different culture using a different language. These congregations find it necessary to
change the way they speak to the people in their community. These congregations adopt different forms of music
and worship so they can communicate with the people in their community. Just because their neighbors speak
English does not mean the language used in traditional churches is understood by people with no background in
church life.
