You can almost 

hear the sound of a starter’s pistol. On your mark, get set and bang! We are off to shopping for school supplies, 

going to soccer practice, meeting a new client, getting the kids off to school and starting a whole new series of 

meetings with the boss and fellow workers, yep it’s back to business as usual.  

 

Even at church September seems to bring new life; often a new sermon series begins, Sunday School starts up on 

Rally Day and don’t forget our very own Salmon Fest! We can get very busy very quickly. It’s no wonder that 

we are all looking for the latest time management class or the latest high-tech calendar solution! We often find 

ourselves saying “gotta run” or “gotta go” and at the end of the day we can’t help but think…what did I forget to 

do today? 

 

Oh that’s right! I forgot about God! Life has us running around going from one event to another. I really don’t 

know how some of you with kids manage to get through the day! It seems that there are more children’s 

programs and sports than ever before. Life barely allows you time to say a quick prayer not alone spend time 

with Him. We as Christians learn from Jesus that we need to make Him our number one priority. I can hear your 

response now, and God knows I’ve said it many times, “that’s easier said than done!”  

 

Today, perhaps like no other time in history, our world and our country have issues and struggles that seem to be 

out of control. Looking at Paul’s description of the ‘Last Days’ we might very well be seeing those days 

prophesied in the Bible coming true; here is what Paul says: “People will be lovers of themselves, lovers of 

money, boastful, proud, abusive, disobedient to their parents, ungrateful, unholy, without love, unforgiving, 

slanderous, without self-control, brutal, not lovers of good, treacherous, rash, conceited, lovers of pleasure rather 

than lovers of God.”

This is where I think Paul hit the nail on the head by 

saying we need to pray continually (1 Thessalonians 5:17 and in the theme of offering continually 1 Thessalonians 1:3; 

For those of us that find it hard to even squeak in one prayer per day this concept seems 

to be unthinkable (some might even say ‘get a life Paul!’) But what he is really saying is if we can remember 

Jesus and try to talk to Him like we would to a close friend all day long we probably would see life a little 

different.

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Did you know that September 1 and December 1 are always on the same day of the week?  This does not happen 
with any other months.  That may be interesting trivia but there are a number of more important things that 
make September special.  September is a month of new beginnings. Many schools, colleges and universities 
start new academic years.  Congregations start some new activities and resume others that are often put on hold 
during the summer.  In these and other ways September resembles January as a time for a new start. 
 
As God’s stewards we appreciate fresh starts.  Since we have full and free forgiveness in Christ from past sins 
and failures, we can start over with a clean slate and look forward with confidence instead of looking backward 
with regret.  As stewards we are always in process.  We are not yet where we should be but, by God’s grace, we 
are moving in the right direction.  St. Paul in Philippians 3:12-14 offers us some outstanding counsel and 
encouragement with these words:  “Not that I have already obtained all this, or have already been made 

perfect, but I press on to take hold of that for which Christ Jesus took hold of me.  Brothers, I do not consider 

myself yet to have taken hold of it.  But one thing I do:  Forgetting what is behind and straining toward what 

is ahead, I press on toward the goal to win the prize for which God has called me heavenward in Christ 
Jesus.”  So, with St. Paul we can say to ourselves and to others:  “PLEASE BE PATIENT, GOD IS NOT 

FINISHED WITH ME YET!” 

 

How might we make fresh starts as God’s stewards?  There are a number of things that we can do to make a 
difference in our stewardship.  We may consider increasing our financial contributions to our church and 
favorite charities.  We may want to volunteer more of our time for helping out in our church and community.  
We may decide to be more intentional in using our God-given skills and talents in service to benefit others.  And 
the list of ways we can improve our stewardship goes on to include such things as working on our relationships 
with others, our stewardship of the Gospel [witnessing], proper care for God’s creation and care for our own 
bodies.   
 
This September let’s resolve to follow this wise counsel from Hebrews 10:24:  “Let us consider how we may 

spur one another on toward love and good deeds.”  And may we practice our Christian living and giving with 
joy remembering that “Christian stewardship is the free and joyous activity of the child of God and God’s 

family, the church, in managing all of life and life’s resources for God’s purposes.”
